The candidates who have passed the graduate degree examination from Lucknow University and
passed part-1 or part-Il examination from other University, their academic marks shall be added only,
on the basis of marks obtained from Lucknow University.

Acandidate can not pursue any other courses simultaneously.
The College reserves the right to cancel any admission at any stage.
